1. Ask as many people around the world as you can, “What is
the most important thing to you?”. If possible, record the
answers. If that is not possible, write down the answers. Also
note where you receive the answers.

2. Plot the locations answered on a white map of the world. It
would be better if you could also display the answers together.
3. Convert the written answers into sound and treat each
answer, along with the recorded answers, as a single audio
sample. Create a flow of sound by arranging, overlapping, and
processing the samples. Connect the points plotted on the white
map with lines corresponding to the order in which the samples
were used. Be sure to use every sample at least once.
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
